As you know the International Standards for the Professional Practice of Internal 
Auditing (Standards) are integral to the very core of our profession and absolutely 
essential to internal audit professionalism. IIA Global Headquarters are committed to 
making the Standards fully accessible to each and every internal audit practitioner around 
the world — regardless of location, culture, language, or level of practice.  
  
In July 2007, The IIA Global Board approved a project to retool our current Professional 
Practices Framework (PPF). The resulting International Professional Practices 
Framework (IPPF) follows the recommendations of the Vision for the Future Task Force, 
and will be released to practitioners in January 2009. 
  
The first six months of 2008 were devoted to retooling the current version of the 
guidance. This process resulted in the IPPF with: 

1.    No change to the Definition. 
2.    No change to the Code of Ethics. 
3.    Some changes to the Standards. 
4.    Some changes to the Practice Advisories. 
5.    The addition of two Position Papers. 
6.    The inclusion of the existing Global Technology Audit Guides. 
7.    The inclusion of GAIT methodologies as Practice Guides. 

  
Recently approved by the Professional Practices Council, the IPPF was presented to The 
IIA’s senior leadership at the 2008 International Committee Meetings in San Francisco. 

  
Some additional work is still needed in the next coming months and the IPPF will be 
released as scheduled on January 1, 2009, along with the Spanish and French versions, all 
three of which represent The IIA’s key languages.  
  
Because the effective date of the revised Standards is January 2009 when the entire IPPF 
is released, the Standards Board decided at their July 10-11 meeting in San Francisco to 
provide to practitioners a preview of those modified Standards as of October 1st, 2008. 
This preview will help internal auditors prepare for the changes, prior to their official 
release and effective application in January 2009. 
  
The preview of the Standards will be provided electronically on The IIA website in The 
IIA’s three key languages (English, Spanish, and French).  
  
Later a variety of tools will be available designed to help you communicate to your 
members about the IPPF and how to use the framework’s components to enhance 
knowledge and professionalism. As available, the tools will be posted on the IPPF project 
page of The IIA’s Web site at http://www.theiia.org/guidance/standards-and-
practices/professional-practices-framework/ippf-project/, under “Communication Tools.”
